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Abstract

Papers submitted to the 17th Pacific Basin Nuclear Conference, Cancun 2010, should be complete articles not previously presented in similar conferences.  The format must be letter size. Use at least 250 words to summarize your work. The abstract must have an additional indentation of 1.25cm on each side. The abstract must be no more than 500 words, leaving 2 blank lines before and one after “Abstract ”.  Use 11 point Times New Roman font and single spacing. Do not use equations or references in the abstract. The papers should be from 6 to 15 pages. The file size must not exceed 5MB. Check deadlines for submission of draft, revised, and final full papers. The title of the paper should be centered, 14 point Times New Roman font, first letter of each non-trivial word is uppercase.  

1. INTRODUCTION

Paper starts here with two blank lines before first section title and one blank line after each subsequent section’s title. Use 8.5” x 11” paper size, with the following margins: Upper 1.5cm, Lower 2.5cm, Left 2.5cm, Right 2.5cm, Binding 0cm, Header 1cm, Footnote 1.5cm. Section titles must be all uppercase and centered and have style “Heading 1”, 12 point Times New Roman font, and must be numbered in Arabic numerals as shown above.  Introduce the topic of your work in this section.

Do not indent the first line of a paragraph; rather use an empty line between paragraphs. All the paragraphs must be justified on both sides. Number and list the references at the end of the paper in the order mentioned. There are four types of reference styles: journal paper [1], proceeding paper [2], book [3], and website [4].  References to websites are discouraged, but acceptable if absolutely necessary.  It is the author’s responsibility to check links in the pdf file sent.

Note that the headers on the first page, even pages and odd pages are different. Update the even and odd page headers according to your data. Omit in the header on the even pages the words et al in the case that the work has been performed by only one author. A short version of the title must appear in this header, the use of the first words of the title without exceeding a total of 60 characters is recommended. It is recommended that all the electronic mail addresses are included with their adequate link. Although there is no limit to the number of authors, it is recommended that there be no more than 5.

Since the paper will be included as a pdf file on the proceedings, the author will get the best results from Word by using the Acrobat PDFWriter as the default printer.  When creating the PDF version, check the “Embed All Fonts” option from the printer properties menu.  Note that it is the author’s responsibility to review the final PDF version of the paper to ensure proper translation into PDF.  Final PDF file size should be no more than 5 MB and no more than 15 pages. Use the International System of Units (SI). Explain the abbreviations and acronyms on the first occasion of use. The accepted papers will appear in the proceedings of the conference exactly as received. The papers that do not comply with the present format will not be included in the proceedings. 

2. SECOND SECTION

A logical division of your paper into sections, etc., makes it so much easier to understand.  The style for subsection, sub-subsection, etc. titles is “Heading 2,” “Heading 3,” etc. All text in this template is “Body Text 3.”  Make sure to avoid widow/orphan lines using the option “Line and page break” in the “paragraph” submenu in the “format” menu. Do not indent sections, subsections, etc.

2.1. Subsection Title: First Letter of Each Non-trivial Word is Uppercase

Leave two blank lines before and one single blank line after each subsection title. These titles should start flush left, and are numbered as illustrated above.

Write equations clearly to avoid confusion. Equations should be centered and sequentially numbered to the flush right of the formula, leaving a blank line before and after the formula. 
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The continuation of a paragraph after an equation is not indented. All paragraphs, as well as sub-subsection headings, are separated by just one single empty line.
2.1.1. Sub-subsection level and subsequent: only first letter uppercase

Figures and tables should appear as closely as possible to where they are first cited, e.g. Fig. 1, in the text.  Figures are numbered, in the order of appearance, with Arabic numerals, with the caption centered below the figure, in boldface, with the first letter in uppercase.  Two empty lines  before the figure, and after the figure caption.

When importing figures or any graphical image please verify three things: a) any number, text or symbol is in Times font and is not smaller than 10-point after reduction to the actual window in your paper; b) that it can be translated into PDF; and c) scanned photographs or images are of good quality.

Tables, like Table I, are numbered in Roman numerals in order of appearance, with the caption centered above the table, in boldface, only the first letter is uppercase. Use 1 ½ point line to assure that the lines are not lost after the conversion to pdf. Add two empty lines before and after the table.

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3. CRITERIA FOR ACCEPTANCE 

The main criteria of acceptance of the work are related to the level of originality, the application, the presentation and the development of the topic. It is expected that the work will contribute to the state of the art, as a product of research, as a technological innovation, as an engineering development, etc. and that it be novel or relevant for the nuclear area. Public interest papers will be accepted only when considered to be of importance to the nuclear community.
